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Comparative study of administrative contracts in Iranian and French law

Abstract  
Administrative contract is one of the key concepts in public law, which refers to a transaction in which 

at least one of the parties is a public legal entity (such as the government, municipality, government 
organizations, etc.). These contracts are concluded with the purpose of performing public affairs and 
providing services to the society, and for this reason, they have special characteristics and rules that 
distinguish them from private contracts. Administrative contracts, as one of the most important means of 
interaction between the government and the private sector and the realization of public goals, have a special 
place in legal systems. Considering the central role of the government in the economy and society, the 
comparative study of administrative contracts in different legal systems can help to better understand the 
characteristics, challenges and ways to improve these types of contracts. A comparison of administrative 
contracts in Iran and France shows that both legal systems have realized the importance of these types of 
contracts. However, there are differences in the definition, legal basis, effects and dispute resolution 
methods. To improve the system of administrative contracts in Iran, it is possible to take advantage of the 
successful experiences of France and move towards creating a more efficient and transparent legal system 
in this field by amending the existing laws and regulations. In this article, we are going to compare 
administrative contracts in the two legal systems of Iran and France. Despite the structural and historical 
differences, these two legal systems have commonalities in some aspects of administrative contracts
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
