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Analytical Study and Review of the Rule of the Market of Muslims 
 
Abstract 
Fujis and some jurists have discussed the rule of the market of Muslims in works titled 

jurisprudential rules. Also, in the science of principles as one of the emirates, its validity has been 
discussed sporadically. Jurists have relied on this rule to derive the Sharia ruling in some 
jurisprudential chapters such as prayer, purification, trade, eating and drinking, and hunting and 
slaughtering. According to some jurists   , Since the validity of some transactions, such as buying and 
selling animals, their meat, skin, and other parts, as well as eating their meat, is based on this rule, if 
this rule is not valid, these transactions will face problems, and therefore every Muslim must slaughter 
the animal, which will cause hardship, inconvenience, and disruption to the Muslim system, and as a 
result, the decline of their market. Based on this rule, buying and selling meat and parts (wool, skin, 
leather, etc.) of halal animals is permissible in Islamic countries and its purity and cleanliness are 
ruled. In this article, we will examine this rule analytically and descriptively. 
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
