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Abstract
In the Islamic epistemological system, the family is the most fundamental social institution, 

serving as the cornerstone for human cultivation and the construction of a monotheistic society. 
Within the vision of the New Islamic Civilization, the 'Mahdist Family' stands as a model that 
organizes human material and spiritual life based on faith, justice, ethics, and *Wilayah* 
(guardianship/devotion to divine authority). This research, employing a descriptive-analytical 
method, aims to scientifically explain the necessities and requirements for realizing a Mahdist 
family that aligns with the standards of the New Islamic Civilization. The findings indicate that the 
actualization of this family requires three categories of prerequisites: first, **cognitive and creedal 
requirements**, such as belief in Mahdism, active anticipation (*Intizar*), and acceptance of 
*Wilayah*; second, **educational and ethical requirements**, such as nurturing a generation of 
'expectants,' maintaining justice in familial relationships, and strengthening divine love; and third, 
**socio-cultural requirements**, including the preservation of Islamic-Iranian identity, resistance 
against cultural invasion, and the family's participation in the civilization-building process. By 
providing a three-level framework of Mahdist requirements, this study demonstrates that 
reconstructing family culture around the axis of 'anticipation' is the foundation of Islamic 
civilization. The core innovation of this research lies in establishing a systematic link between 
Mahdism, the family, and the New Islamic Civilization.
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
